SAINT ANDREWõS TIMELINE 

 

Nancy Ammerman, in her book, Studying Congregations, A New 
Handbook, writes that one way to recognize the spiritual power and symbolic 

meaning of our religious spaces and our life in community together is to look 

at the history of a particular place.  A sacred place òpowerfully evokes and 

remembers the life of its family or community of faith.ó  Our sacred spaces 

have the ability to link people to previous experiences of celebration, 

learning, fellowship, and inspiration. The spaces are more than that, 

however. They also symbolize larger relationships.  

In order to move into the here and now, to make the necessary 

changes to strengthen congregational life, a group must understand, honor, 

and work with the loyalties, affections, associations, and memories of 

congregants and others.  It is like the threads in an old tapestry ñthey all 

come together to show the picture.  One way to access this is to do a 

Timeline of a parish, which we did at the last WOW.  Many wonderful and 

poignant stories were told.  We also shared disappointments, which we cast 

into the fire, then smoke of which rose like incense as prayers to God.  We 

simply let them go ñready to move on and forward.  Participants were asked 

to list what was going on in the world and the parish when they came to St. 

Andrewõs, and what excited them about St. Andrewõs.  They also listed their 

disappointments, which are now in the hands of God.  Below is an overview of 

the òhistoryó that was recorded.

Half Broke Horses Jeannette Walls Glenda Dean,

Jeannette Walls's memoir The Glass Castle was "nothing short of spectacu-

lar" ( Entertainment Weekly ). Now, in Half Broke Horses , she brings us the 

story of her grandmother, Lily,  told in a first -person voice that is authen-

tic, irresistible, and triumphant.  

 

Lily survived tornadoes, droughts, floods, the Great Depression, and the 

most heartbreaking personal tragedy. She bristled at prejudice of all kinds -

- against women, Native Americans, and anyone else who didn't fit the mold. 

Rosemary Smith Walls always told Jeannette that she was like her grand-

mother, and in this true -life novel, Jeannette Walls channels that kindred 

spirit. Half Broke Horses  is Laura Ingalls Wilder for adults, as riveting and 

dramatic as Isak Dinesen's Out of Africa  or Beryl Markham's West with 
the Night . Destined to become a classic, it will transfix audiences every-

where.  
 

ñSimply put, this novel is a whole lot of fun. With a voice so clear and consistent, you 

happily find yourself giving in and reading with a cowpoke's twang. Even if you've never 

had an interest in the Old West and think it's for the birds, prepare to think again. Half 

Broke Horses is a laugh-out-loud lesson on learning to fall, a story about the human 

spirit, the courage of adventure, and the choices we make. Jeannette Walls is a true credit 

to the teachings of Lily Casey Smith: Half Broke Horses stands on sturdy legs of its 

own.
