A Message from Margareté 

 

I received this email from Jeffrey Cole: 

 
I was working in town today and discovered something outside the churchôs 
office. I stared at it for several minutes until the churchôs sexton distracted my 
gaze. I share my thoughts with youð 
 

THE BELL  
  

There it was standing straight amongst overgrown and twisted trees behind the shrubs 

and bushes in the shade just waiting for acknowledgment of its impending impact on our 

spiritual lives. This pitted, antique, and sound producing device - never known by some 

newcomers, slightly seen by occasional worshipers, and likely forgotten by mature 

parishioners ï has a place between the childrenôs school and parish hall trouncing its 

potential principle. While this bell could call the schoolôs children to class, its purpose 

may remind our neighborhood that Saint Andrews is alive, its purpose may encourage 

parishioners preparing for worship to quicken their steps, and its purpose may clamor 

toward those not heading toward any church of our Lordôs purpose for Sunday 

mornings. 

  

As that bell may ring it signals our church is alive, many prayer preparations in motion, 

breaking of bread, worshiping and singing to our Lord. Each strike releases a spiritual 

wave of remembrance of our Lordôs sacrifice, reconciliation toward our neighbors and 

us, and repentance of our misgivings through Christ. Each strike reaches the outer edges 

of the neighborhood and signals comfort and inspiration, not only to them but to us. 

  

For those within the halls of the church, each bell strike may hasten steps toward the 

pews and toward Christ. Each strike may remind us that its is time to rejoice in our 

Lordôs message, each strike may inspire our willingness to follow the Lord, and each 

strike may stimulate remembrance of Christôs resurrection, our baptism, remission of 

our sins, the power of the Holy Spirit, and the Lord and Giver of Life.

For those not at church, or involved in some other Sunday morning activity or just simple non-believers, this 

sound producing device - stuck within twisted trees, never known by some and likely forgotten by others ï 

potentially signals that salvation is possible, repentance is within reach and even when they think forgiveness 

is not possible within themselves, it is possible through Christ. This bell may exist not only to call children 

toward class; but, in some other capability for our church which exists for those who have not yet passed 

through.  

  

I pray, óLet us all recognize our individual potential, the churchôs potential, and our neighborsô needs. Let us 

strike our churchôs message - even with a seldom used device - that allows us to signal in waves Christôs 

message amongst our neighbors: We believe in one God, the Father the Almighty, maker of Heaven and Earth 

of all that is seen and unseen.
